One of my greatest accomplishments has been representing my country at international triathlon events. Standing on the start line alongside the world’s best athletes reminds me how far I’ve come—not just as an athlete, but as a person who refuses to let limitations define possibility. My favorite adventures are those moments when effort meets passion—when I’m pushing my limits, surrounded by others who share that same fire.
